1st Reading — Numbers 11:25-29
e The Lord bestows the spirit of Moses on seventy
elders who become prophets.
e Moses chastises Joshua after he tries to stop two
others who (while away from the seventy) were also
filled with the spirit of God.

Psalm -19:8,10,12-14
o “The precepts of the Lord give joy to the heart.”
e The decrees and laws of the Lord are perfect, and
they give wisdom and guidance.

2nd Reading - James 5:1-6
o James offers a stern warning for the rich to weep and
wail over their impending miseries.
e He lists their offenses against the poor and
righteous.

Gospel - Mark 9:38-43,45,47-48
e The Lord chastises John who tries to stop someone
(not from their group) who is driving out demons in
the name of Jesus.
o Jesus then offers a stern warning to avoid sin so as
to avoid Gehenna.

Two very simple words, yet so powerful that they formed the
foundation of Christian discipleship. We know that Jesus
spoke these words to his twelve chosen apostles. . .and he
continues to speak these words to us.

It can be a
sense of being pulled somewhere or an emptiness longing to
be filled. It can be wanting something greater - a need to find
a true home. It can be a desire to know and embrace more.
RCIA is the process to bring adults to full communion with the
Catholic Church. Locally, RCIA is available to those who
have a desire to learn about Catholicism. This process
serves those with no faith affiliation, those from other faith
denominations, Catholics seeking to receive Eucharist and
Confirmation, and fully initiated Catholics who desire to learn
more about their faith. Those who choose to become fully
initiated Catholics are welcomed in the glorious liturgy of
Easter Vigil.

RCIA begins Thursday, November 14, It includes prayer,
Gospel/Scripture study & discussion, many theological
topics, how the Church is organized, many opportunities to
“learn the language”, and ALWAYS time for questions. And
of course, it wouldnt be Catholic if it didn't include
refreshments and treats.
