WEEKLY MEDITATION 
 

Let’s explore some of the themes that we find in the Mass 
readings for the 30th Sunday of the Year. 
 

1st Reading – Sirach 35:12-14,16-18 
• The Lord is a God of justice, who knows no favorites. 
• The prayers of the lowly and the one who serves 

God willingly are heard. 
Psalm – 34:2-3,17-19,23 

• “The Lord hears the cry of the poor.” 
• The Lord confronts evildoers and redeems the 

brokenhearted. 
2nd Reading – 2nd Timothy 4:6-8,16-18 

• Paul has competed well and finished the race; he 
has kept the faith. 

• While everyone else deserted him, the Lord stood by 
and gave him strength. 

Gospel – Luke 18:9-14 
• Jesus offers a parable about a Pharisee and a tax 

collector, directing it to those who were convinced of 
their own righteousness and despised everyone 
else. 

• The Pharisee’s words had little effect; however, the 
tax collector’s humble prayer was heard in heaven.

Question for Children: Jesus teaches us to be humble – but 
what does that mean? How do you show you are humble? 
 

Question for Youth: God knows when we are doing things 
just for show, and when they come from the goodness of our 
heart. When have you caught yourself doing something just 
to be more popular or liked? How does it feel to do something 
that you know is good and just? 
 

Question for Adults: This Gospel reading suggests that we 
approach God and each other with humility. What does this 
mean, in practical terms? How do we "humble" ourselves?
